Air New Zealand begins weekly flights to Niue from 4 
November 2005. A Boeing 737-300 departs 10 PM (2200 hrs) 
every Friday night ex Auckland, crossing the date line to land 
in Niue at 1.40 AM (0140 hrs) the same day.  

The return flight will depart Niue at 2.40 AM (0240 hrs) and 
arrive back in Auckland at 6.40 AM (0640 hrs) on Saturday, 
having crossed the dateline again.  

There'll be 126 seats available per flight so the frequent wait-
listing problems experienced with Polynesian Airlines is now 
history.  

FACT! - Niue is not tiny! It's four and half times 
the size of Rarotonga, so we're never crowded.

This means underwater 
visibility is rarely less than 40 metres and 
sometimes up to 70m!
